PROGRAM PLAYBACK

PROGRAMMED PLAYBACK
Programmed playback enables tracks on a disc to be played in the desired order. Up to 20 tracks can be programmed.

1. Press the "PROGRAM " button.

2. Pressthe " NEXT/FF " and " BACK/FB " buttons to select the desired track number.

3. Press " PROGRAM " button again to memorize the track.

4. Repeat steps 2 and 3 until all desired tracks are programmed.

5. Press the " PLAY/PAUSE " button to start. " PROGRAM " is flashing on the CD display.

6. Press" STOP " button to stop programmed playback.

7. Press " PROGRAM " and " PLAY/PAUSE " buttons to resume programmed playback.

8. Open the CD door or turn off the CD player to clear the programmed memory. " PROGRAM "

CLEANING THE CD LENS

If the CD lens is dusty, clean it with a brush-blower. Blow
several times on the lens and remove the dust with the
brush. Finger prints may be removed with a cotton swab
moistened with alcohol.
